In 1945, immediately after V] Day, the Army Air Forces
deactivated the last early waming radar stations in the
U5, and the nine-month ald Continental Air Forces were
quickly brought to a virtually dormant status.

teeth. 1t assumed control of the 414th Night Fighter
Squadron, a purely paper organization, and the 425th

Cold War, in particular the Soviet blockade of Berlin in
June 1945, and the explosion in the Soviet Union of a
nuclear device in August 1949 and a thermaonuclear
device four years later, quickly changed all that.

By the mid 1950s, ADC reached its peak strength of
69 Fighter Interceptor Squadrons (with North American
skies also being guarded by 8 Fighter Interceptor
Squadrons of the Air National Guard, two All-Weather
Fighter Squadrons of the US Mavy, and nine CF-100
squadrons of the Royal Canadian Air Force), Since then,
however, the threat of manned bombers has decreased
and with it ADC strength has been allowed to dwindle.
Thus, at the beginning of 1988, dedicated air defence
forces in the United States were back down to six active
squadrons (the 48th, 57th, and 318th FIS and the 1st,
2nd. and 95th TFTS) and 13 Air National Guard
squadrons (the 114th TFTS and the 101st, 111th, 119th,

Notwithstanding these opening paragraphs. this book
in no way seeks to pass for a history of air defence
farces in the United States or of the aircraft used in that
role. It is merely a collection of photographs of some of
the NORAD aircraft and units from the late 19605 to
the present. We only sought to share with aviation
enthusiasts. and particularly our younger friends who
will never have a chance to see and hear a pair of
Century-series interceptors bolting on alert, Kodachrome
memories of a colourful period,

As we did in a previous tithe in the Osprey Colour
Series, we ask you to forgive us if in the midst of these
120 photographs vou do not find one of your favourite
afreraft or squadrons. We argued at length which slides
to include and which to leave out, In the end, we
decided to indude along with Deuces, Voodoos. and
Delta Darts, the aitborne early waming and friendly
enemy aircraft without which interceptor pilots could
not have accomplished their missions or trained
realistically. Hopefully. our selection will help fill !(.tpi in
the collection of our younger friends and the
splashes of colours on the following pages will lmng
back happy memaories among those who shared with us
